Rules, terms & conditions

identity card.

e Persons under 18 are not allowed into the gaming machine areas nor are they allowed to
attempt to purchase of consume alcoholic drinks.

Due to time constraints, there is no “on the day’
registration and game clocks will be started at 10:15am.

Tournament rules
All players must comply with the AGA tournament rules and Code of Conduct, failure to do so may
result in the loss of a game or disqualification from the tournament.

In order to ensure there is a clear winner in each division, there is a limit of 16 people in each
division. The Tournament Director will determine the divisions when player registration is
completed.
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Divisions:

Adult There will be 4 rounds with three prize divisions — The Open, Dan
divisions Handicap, and Kyu handicap.

NOTE: The split of divisions will be determined on the day depending on
the number of people who join the event.

Junior There will be 6 rounds for people under 16 years of age.

Rounds: 4 rounds, McMahon draw.

Time Limit: 20 minutes + 30 seconds, 3 times

Any games not finished within 85 minutes will be adjudicated.

Rounds: Swiss draw; 6 rounds for each division

Time Limit: 15 minutes + 20 seconds, 3 times
games not finished within 45 minutes will be adjudicated.

In the event of a
dispute, the Tournament Referee and Tournament Director will decide the matter, their decision is
final.
